Sardar Gucharan Singh Gill was born on 07.02.1955 in village Gillanwali, Tehsil Batala(now a distt.), District Gurdaspur(Punjab). The name of his father is late S.Swarn Singh ji Gill. His mother is Sardarni Charan Kaur ji Gill.

After graduation, S.Gurcharan Singh Gill did L.L.B. .At that time, his family was already in Bharatpur, Rajasthan. From the very young age, he started participating in social work. Being near to the nationalist forces, he was always ready to do good for the cause of  the society.

At present, S. Gurcharan Singh Gill is the Additional Advocate General,Government of Rajasthan. On the other hand, in the field of social work, he is national president of Rashtriya Sikh Sangat. He is also the convenor of the ‘World Sikh Welfare Forum’.

S.Gurcharan Singh Gill remained the state president of Bhartiya Mazdoor Sangh,Rajasthan between 1988 to 2003. He was syndicate member (Governor’s nominee) of Sukhadia University,Udaipur Rajasthan. 3. Defended the cause of victims in Police firing causing death of Raja Man Singh of Bharatpur and others, as an advocate in Justice Sethi Enquiry Commission.
4. Defended the cause  of the victims of the society in Kumher Massacre in which 20 persons were killed and hundreds of houses were burnt by crowd due to caste- communal-conflicts, as an advocate in Justice K.S.Lodha Enquiry Commission.
