Sardar Chiranjeev Singh Ji, generally known as 'Sardarji', is the founder member of Rashtriya Sikh Sangat.  He was instrumental in re-establishment of social harmony, cultural amity in Punjab and rest of India.

Sardar ji was born in Patiala (Punjab) in the year of 1930.  His father S. Tarlochan Singh (formerly Harkaran Das) was a farmer and his mother Sardarni Joginder Kaur was a successful teacher.  His whole family is very religious, Sardar Charanjeev Singh did his schooling in Patiala and graduated from the famous Mahindra College in Arts.

Sardar Chiranjeev Singh is an Amritdhari and a rehatwan Sikh.  He owns an effective skill to establish harmoneous co-relation with different sects of the society.  He became active in various social activities in 1945 and participated in social work initiated by Punjab Govt. to provide help and rehabilitate refugees from Pakistan after the Partition period in 1947.  He plunged himself into the social life of Punjab to bring in the social and religious integration. He believed in strengthening the traditional brotherhood among the Sikhs and Hindus.

During the period of turmoil in Punjab, when the antagonism among the Sikhs and Hindus was at its peak, Sardar Chiranjeev Singh established 'Punjab Kalyan Forum'  which was a welfare society to serve those who wuffered in the political turmoil.

Rashtriya Sikh Sangat was formed in 1986 and Sardar Chiranjeev Singh is one of the founder member of the Sangat.  At present, he is the Margdarshak of Rashtriya Sikh Sangat.

Sant Sardar Chiranjeev Singh envisaged a novel Rath Yatra by saints to establish peace, tranquillity and brotherhoold among all the section of the society in Punjab and rest of the country, in 1987. Famous saints and presonalities like the VHP general secretary Shri Ashok Singhal, Swami Veetrag Sanyasi, Sant Vamdev Maharaj and founder of the Bharat Mata Mandir Swamy Satyamitranand ji Maharaj lead the yatra successfully.  650 Sants and 50 sects participated in the 10 days yatra known as "EKATAMATA SANT YATRA" or "Brahmkund to Amritsar Yatra".  The Yatra started from Haridwar and reached  its destination Amritsar in 10 days.  The yatra was received by Prof. Darshan Singh Ji, the Jathedar of Shri Akal Takhat Sahib Ji.  The saints accompanying the yatra had prolonged discussions with the Jathedar.  The Yatra had proved to be right step and had a positive impact on the socio-cultural and political life of Punjab.

A saint yatra of about 300 Dharmachariyas or sant belonging to various religious sects of India was organised by Sant Samaj under the able leadership of Yug Purush Parmanand Ji Maharaj, Hardwar.  Sardar Chiranjeev Singh was its national convenor. The Yatra started from Patna to Shri Anandpur Sahib.  In the commemoration of tricentenary of Khalsa Panth, all sections of the society participated in this yatra including Sikhs as well as non Sikh Hindus.  The response from the society in general was tremendous in  the post independance history of India.

Sant Sardar Chiranjeev Singh visited U.K., Denmark and Germany in 1997 on his mission of propagating Gurbani.  In 1999, he visited U.S.A., Canada, U.K. in connection with Tri-Centenary of Khalsa Sirjana.  He on  his lecture tour in various cities of U.S.A.-like Newyork, Boston, Austria, Houston, Atlanta, Chicago and  Petriod; Toronto in Canada and in Britain, he participated in programmes organised by Sikh Sangat international at London, Burminghan, Leciester, and ......
