Sardar Shamsher Singh was born on 24th September 1929 in Bahwalpur district (now in Pakistan).  His chilhood has seen the Punjab of undivided India.  He studied in Lahore.  From the very childhood, he was very courageous nationalist. Sardar Sahib Ji's personality became that of an organiser integrated with the thoughts of nationalism.

After the independence of the country, Sardar Ji went to the jail for raising several social issues.  Mrs. Indira Gandhi, then Prime Minister of India, an imposed emergency and due to this Sardar Shamsher Singh was been jailed for 16 months.

Sardar Shamsher Singh was a scholar.  He was a linguistic, familiar with different holy books of different ways of theology.  He had a deep interest in the holy  literary work of Guru Gobind Singh Ji Maharaj.  In 1982, Guru Gobind Singh Sahitya Prakashan and Prasaran Samiti was formed with Dr. J.D. Shukla (I.C.S.) as its president and Sardar Shamsher Singh as its general secretary.  Sant Baba Mohan Singh Ji of Gurudwara Gumti No.5, Kanpur also blessed these efforts.  Sardar Ji published the work of Guru Gobind Singh "Ramavtar" in Devnagari Script, which was published by Rashtirya Gian Peeth and was released by President of India Giani Zail Singh in Rashtrapati Bhawan.

Sardar ji was very worried about the situation in Punjab and the rest of the country.  He started his new mission Rashtriya Sikh Sangat  in 1986, with great confidence.  He was of the opinion that 'Since the propagation of Gurbani and its thought never reached the masses, that only has created the problems in the country.'  The work of propagation is a very difficult task.  Khalsa dress donning is simple, but following the rehat maryada and becoming a true khalsa is very difficult.  It needs great effort.  In addition to that, rest of the society should also be given the knowledge of Sikh history and the theological concept of Guru Sahibans.  The people of India are not understanding the Sikhs and the Sikhism due to thier  lack of knowledge.' Sardar Shamsher Singh took the intiative and formed Rashtriya Sikh Sangat with the true help from 
nationalist forces.

He extensivly  toured India and abroad.  he travelled to Europe, Canada, Russia,  U.S.A. etc., (about 17 countries). He was associated with following organisations :-

In his book "Guru Gobind Singh-The man of the era," Sardar Shamsher Singh wrote that "in 1978, I was introduced to Dr. K.P. Aggarwal, the editor of "Daily Pioneer", ....I presented my work before Dr. K.P. Aggarwal, he was impressed and printed it in his newspaper the 'Daily Pioneer'."

The personality of the first president of Rashtriya Sikh Sangat can be judged from the fact that his work was appreciated by the eminent literary figures like Dr. Shiv Mangal Singh 'Suman', Dr. K.P. Aggarwal and justice Murtaja Hussain.

Sardar Shamsher Singh participated in the Ramjanambhoomi movement.  He was one of the important persons who personally laid down the stone of Ram Mandir during shilaniyas as repersentative of  the Sikh Panth.   During the Ramjanambhoomi Rath Yatra of Shri L.K. Advani Ji, he was with Shri Advani Ji , during that event only  he died due to exertion in Delhi on 17 October 1990.
